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We are on an extremely tight budget. Cost of living is higher. Sundries, groceries, gas, utilities, etc... My salary supports
both of us solely - it is difficult and we must be very conscious of spending. No raise in salary for quite a few years. A small
raise this year but not enough to catch -up.

We have been looking for a home to buy for over four years now. We have a very limited budget because we are both in
education. The homes in our price range are not sufficient for us and our two children to live in. We are crammed in our tiny
apartment, but at this time, have no choice of going anywhere else. We qualify for mortgage loans, but our budget will not
allow it to happen.
