Politicians need to stop bowing to staunch conservatives who only have their own personal interests in mind instead of the
region.

BYU-Idaho has an excellent educational program. However, Madison county school district in my opinion performs very poorly in providing a many
educational opportunities in foreign languages, and advanced placement courses. Additionally, the regions overall test averages seem to be
consistently low. | am also aware that local teachers seem to be somewhat under paid in comparison to national averages. Our children are the
future of the community. We need to provide high quality education to attract businesses at all levels and not just at the University level.

Came here for college, found work experience and plan to stay until graduate school.

For my major in Political Science, when | graduate, | will leave Rexburg, likely going down to Utah for a job if not completely out of the Western
Unites States, a big part because | won't likely find a decent job in my field here for what | am focusing in. It just won't happen.

Government has become so enormous over the years, it is oppressive. The level of government funding/laws that are for absolutely wrong/unjust
causes really threatens us as a community and nation.

| wouldn't necessarily label them as threats. More like negative things about the place | live. Anyways, | think that Rexburg has potential to grow but
until they do, these things will need to be changed.

In Rexburg, | feel that the community is not being developed in a good way. Student housing continues to spread further away from campus and the
downtown core area. This is leading to increased traffic and prevents Rexburg from having a vivid, thriving main street. In order to have a thriving
community, there needs to be a central location for commercial activities. As the majority of dense housing moves further south and west of town,
and commercial areas spread further north on 2nd East, it forces the community to rely more heavily on vehicular travel and a derelict central main
street. A thriving, walking-friendly central core area with denser mixed-use development and gathering places (shops/restaurants/etc) would really
help tie the community together. This approach is much more economically friendly to both the city and the residents of the area.
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It is getting harder for students to afford to live here when crapy apartment complexes are raising their rent simply because over priced apartments
Are being built.

It's difficult to live in this area when jobs don't pay well, even if jobs can be found. The college atmosphere provided an exciting environment as a
single student - but it gets exhausting as a married student. | never enjoy shopping in Rexburg as a result of limited options and overwhelming
crowds.

Job opportunities are limited and it's hard to find a good paying job. Especially with so many college students willing to do internships for free. More
jobs needs to be available for college graduates and high school students.

Jobs are hard to find and housing is costly and also hard to find at an affordable price.

Let's keep the small-town atmosphere as long and as far as that is possible to do. We came here for that reason. If we lose it, we will leave. So,
the choice is, do the four counties want the kind of people who appreciate small-town, close-community values, or the kind of people who don't?

My reason for living in the area is higher education consequently my answers constitute an outlier to the traditional resident of Idaho. Bearing that it
mind, it is easy to see why Idahoans should worry. The tax structure in Madison County is horribly antiquated and outmatched to meet the needs of
the growing population. The cost of living, in terms of basic food and grocery, is high due to a bottleneck of accessibility to resources i.e. there are
only two grocery stores. The state government is loath to attempt attracting any kind of new industry under the pretext of 'fair market practice'
meanwhile Utah, Nevada, Colorado and Oregon have begun aggressively seeking out a diversified economy through government incentives which
in shorthand leaves the Idahoan without any kind of real option for sustainable work. The fiber optic network is not up to par, even for a third world
nation. The education system is in massive disarray with the kind of underfunding that is borderline unethical. On a more micro level, the city is trying
to maneuver a much larger population on an infrastructure that has not seen any major change in the last twenty years. And both the local and state
govemment seem to be at a complete loss to answer any of the issues let alone come up with any feasible solutions. Some seem to be oblivious to
the fact that the area is changing.

Student housing costs are out of control.

Students here (especially married ones like me) have very limited options when it comes to affordable grocery stores and housing. The town
capitalizes on students in general by putting the most expensive grocery store (Broulims) closest to campus and whatever housing there is closest to
campus is ridiculously expensive for the little space given in those apartments. The apartments that are coming in for single students have
ammenities that | probably never will have in my live because they are superfluous. I don't know if that part relates but it's absolutely true. Because
of this, there's a sense of entitiement among the students who are single, whereas the married students get tiny little apartments for $650 which is
outrageous. My husband and | got lucky though and found a place that has rent for less than $500. It's a rarity to find that sort of situation though.

The biggest threat to the quality of life is government interference. Look at Detroit for a great example.

The education is very poor here. While the school facilities, administration and teachers are top notch, they do not push students to strive for better.
Mediocracy (l.e. Attending school) is rewarded (skipping finals) and students are only taught the standard curriculum instead of critical thinking. The
other issue is that there are no graduate programs (only limited satellite programs) within a reasonable commuting distance.

The inability of the local government to stay within their proper role. This always distorts the markets in ways that make everything more expensive

and more difficult.

The lack of jobs for students is frustrating, especially for older students with children, as opposed to these newly wed kids. Also, the grocery prices
are ridiculous. | feel like Broulims is so expensive because they know that they are the only grocery store within walking distance.

The population growth has increased with the college in Rexburg which may create a concern for housing, land use, and other factors.

The problem with Rexburg is getting a decent paying job. There are so many students willing to work that it is hard to find a decent posting job with
decent supervisors or managers that treat you well.

The reason | moved to the area was to get an education. While here | have been able to start a family and | am lucky enough to have a good job.
Renting apartments in this area is pretty expensive but | feel that the job | have takes care of that need pretty well. Many of my friends and some
family members however, aren't as lucky and struggle to make ends meet because decent paying jobs are hard to find and rent is so high. | enjoy
the environment though and the people are good.

The threat to quality of life was an odd approach to the question. Difficult to think backwards with most options.
The town of Rexburg does not have enough services to keep up with the growth of the college. As well as adequate infrastructure.

The university keeps expanding enroliment for students and their housing without providing adequate jobs.
There are a lot of students in this area who put money into the local economy. If there were no longer access to a school that drew them here, that
decrease in money being spent could affect the lives of those who reside and work locally.

There are alot of high rise apartment buildings going up
There are more and more apartment buildings going up for unmarried students, but the options for married students is quite lacking. If someone
wanted to make some serious $$$ I'd advise toward constructing more married housing in Madison County, particularly Rexburg.

There are not enough life sustaining jobs here in the valley.
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There are simply no jobs in Rexburg, and what few jobs are available do not pay enough to support a family or married couple. The lack of business
support in Rexburg is shocking. Businesses are opening and closing within a year or two - where's the disconnect? Rexburg needs to allow bigger
businesses to set up shop in Rexburg and keep the money from the college student in Rexburg - not sending it to Idaho Falls.

There is a lot of turn-over in RExburg so it can be hard to maintain good relationships or stay involved. Also, it can be hard to find a job that isn't
minimum wage because of the college town.

This is a great area to live in, however the apartments in rexburg are very expensive and aren't very nice for what you are paying. The required
student housing is a way overpriced market and something should be done about it.

Who want to live in a
state that is dead last in funding education for their kids? Who also wants to live in a state that leads the country in minimum wage jobs--it's pathetic.

As a hospital in Rexburg, we can't compete financially with wages in healthcare compared to Idaho Falls. We are unable to retain or recruit based
on what we are able to offer. And in relation to the wages we can offer in this town, there is very little decent affordable housing for larger families
who would like to live here but end up in Sugar City or Rigby where it's more reaosnably priced.

Because of the lack of jobs in Rexburg, college students' quality of life is greatly affected.

New Housing construction around rexburg causes little no parking for community places like parks or business. Also with the minimum wage being
around 7.50 an hour makes it hard to attend school, pay for housing and afford food, gas and household items. Rexburg is great because it is
provides that small town closeness but great education. IF the job market was better people might stay around here after graduation but most leave.

Our son has special needs and internal politics in the school district are possibly affecting his school experience negatively.

Population growth is good as long as it is balanced with jobs and the availability of services like water, electric, etc. Growth in this region should be
balanced with agriculture so that high density does not hinder the population when hard times come. We need to be wise and allow space within the
population for agriculture so that we can be self-sustaining whenever it is needed. Logan, UT/ Cache Valley is a good example of an area that has a
good balance of population and agriculture. We don't want to develop all our natural farm land so much that we make it hard to sustain our
community when hard times come. Singe family units should have enough space for gardens, and/or larger and more densely populated areas need
to have farm land nearby to sustain the people who live there in difficult times when our fragile JIT (just in time) distribution systems are disrupted.

quality of life is not always threatened by growth, growth is inevitable because of the quality of life

Quality of life would improve if it was easier for businesses to stay in business and start new businesses.
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Rent is pretty expensive for a poor college student.

Rexburg has a fear of growth and expansion. This fear is killing opportunities for businesses to thrive economically. Rexburg would not exist as it
does now without the contributions made by the students who come here, and yet our students suffer from lack of employment opportunities and
very expensive housing.

Rexburg in particular, is in need of serious infrastructure improvements - everything from internet capabilities to water, sewer, and roads. The
housing market does not reflect the average wage - housing market is quite inflated as compared to area wages. Access to quality healthcare can
also be a problem as is housing and care for seniors and individuals with special needs. Rexburg is not bike friendly nor are there any public
transportation options. The airport being in town is also quite a problem - no room for expansion. In its current location, it is more of a nuisance than
a viable service. Like the low crime rate and sense of small community. Need to keep police force strong so that as outside influences become more
prevalent, they are prepared and are proactive with keeping us safe.

Rexburg needs to allow more businesses into this community. Many people travel to Idaho Falls for all of their needs. There needs to be more jobs
available for students from college and high school.

Rexburg police and laws are biased against students

Some of these options are too vague. 'Level of funding for government agencies'--Does that mean 'insufficient levels' or 'increasing levels' or
somenting else.

The brand-new, luxury housing going in (NorthPoint) is odd to me, because | don't think the school itself can take any more growth, but
they're building a TON of new student housing. It also means a lot of loud construction and the kind of obnoxious people who live in fancy
apartments being right next to/above me.

The economy needs to grow to support more and better-paying employment

The federal government is shutting down access to a lot of federal ground. Having access is not a threat to this environment. | feel that the federal
government has too much control over areas that have been open in the past for recreation. These lands should be under the control of each
individual state. Preserving these lands is not a threat and letting the public use them is not going to affect them negatively.

The growth of the community is bringing a lot of change, especially to the scenery and environment. This will take some getting used to, but is
probably still a good thing for the community overall.

The housing market has inflated prices. if you compare other regions with the same amount of units available the prices are $100's lower. Once the
number of empty units prompts the prices to fall in order to fill those unites the local economy will take a hit that it is not ready to handle.

The housing out here is almost a complete monopoly. Students must live in approved housing, and the school does nothing to regulate prices. Due
to the apartment complexes out here being owned by only a few people, we run into lack of competition and are forced to live in either poor living
conditions or incredibly overpriced cheap quality housing.

The land is naturally a work of art. Changing it to make it more 'tourist-friendly' would be a regrettable mistake. Let hikes remain difficult, and keep
the animals roaming relatively free. One of my favorite things about this part of the Mountain West is that the people here know how to live with their
surroundings. Tourists seem to want to bend the environment. They need to understand that working with the land is why this area is unlike any
other in the nation.

The new housing prices are skyrocketing in Rexburg but that still leaves plenty of room for cheaper housing that it isn't a terrible problem.
The only reason we live in Rexburg is to attend BYU-I. It's small and fairly family friendly but the risk of getting hit by a distracted/inexperienced
driver may even out the low risk of crime.

The region seems to be developing quite well and it will definitely help the economy of the area.

The Rexburg planning and zoning commission seems well balanced and suggests reasoned decisions that will benefit all residents of the city. The
Rexburg city council then ignores the suggestions from the Rexburg P&Z commission and makes decisions that benefit a single land owner to the
detriment of all other Rexburg citizens. Unfortunately, the Rexburg city council has done this multiple times in just the last year. The Madison
County P&Z commission and commissioners also change both the comprehensive plan and zoning at the request of almost any land owner without
consideration of what detriment the changes will have to the citizens of the county. All of them hide behind a statement that the comprehensive plan
is a 'living document'. Planing and zoning brings stability to real estate and actually makes land prices go up for the land owner that wishes to sell.
Unfortunately, the Rexburg City Council, the Madison County P&Z commission, and the county commissioners don't understand this. Poor planning
and zoning is the biggest threat to the quality of life in the four county area covered by this survey.

The safety is number reason we live here but we dont have enough businesses to sustain quality of life. Most business that come in shut down with

There are some huge apartment complexes going up near campus in Rexburg. | would prefer that housing be spread more out with better parking
near cmapus to maintain a better small-town feel. | live near campus and | hear stupid kids screaming up and down the street until curfew.

There are very few jobs available in the Rexburg area, which makes it difficult for students like myself who need employment to stay in school and to
stay in an apartment. There are obviously hundreds, even thousands of other students like me all competing for the same few jobs, which can make
things very difficult. Also on a different note, | feel that the housing that is available for students is very overpriced and that this is partially due to the
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fact that there is really very little competition. Sure there are lots of options available but there is little competition between the different options
because they all know that students really have no choice but to live there or somewhere similar. For the amount of money that | and my roommates
pay per month on average for the apartment we live in, anywhere else in the country we could surely get much more for our money than we do in
'BYU-I Approved Student Housing," with much more freedom as well as to what we did with the apartment itself. However since we are required to
live in 'Approved Student Housing' we have no choice but to pay for small, overpriced apartments.

There is a lot of growth at the university in Rexburg which has affected the housing in the area. Community housing is being torn down to build more
student housing close to campus. And the more students come to the university, the more housing will be needed and the more community housing
will be taken up by students who leave the university.

As I've looked at home prices, | find that the difference for equivalent properties in
Madison County are $40k less expensive in Jefferson County. The price per square foot in a Rexburg home rivals that of downtown homes in Salt
Lake City.

Threats to quality of life are the increase of college students and not having the college pay the community in taxes and such. The community is
small and with the increase in student population, it has increased the danger ie...traffic, for locals.

Too many poor people and not enough cheap housing.

Traffic and travel is very dangerous. Our current streets can not handle the amount of traffic in the area with the College growing at a steady pace.
WAY too much annoying police activity. It's like they're everywhere. And you have to constantly watch your step. Seriously, ask everyone. Too many
cops.

We chose to live in this region for inexpensive schooling. The threats to our inexpensive schooling is that as the college grows they need more
apartments and the new ones are charging more so the older apartments feel they can raise their prices.

We love the region due to its small town, old fashioned feeling. | feel sad that some people think we need to progress past that quaint feeling.
We need a bus system.

We need some growth in jobs and business in Madison county, but the small town feel is not something that | want to go away with the growth.

We never wanted to raise our children anywhere but here and our children felt the same way, but we are quickly losing the small town atmosphere.
Our children are moving away now for better jobs as the places they are going are not that much different from Rexvburg now. That is one of the
reasons we plan to sell and return to live outside of town.

With the increase in college students the opportunity to find a job is very small.

Access to housing: My concems for this is that there does not seem to be enough apartments/housing options for married students. My husband and
I had a terrible time finding a place to live last year and were forced to live away from the BYU-I campus (in Idaho Falls) and couldn't afford living
there. We've also heard of other married couples having trouble finding places to live because there were so few options and openings that were
within their living budget. ~ Availability of Jobs: This is also a concemn, as my husband had a very hard time looking for a job and didn't get one until
nearly half a year after moving into Rexburg, only to be forced to quit his job because they shut down. There are not enough job
openings/opportunities here in Rexburg for students who need to work.

As stated, | am strongly in favor of a movement towards fiber-optic cables coming to Rexburg. | heard tell that there was a possibility, but with a
price tag of 1 million dollars or so. The numbers might be way off, but | would definitely be in favor of any means, be it local taxes or other such
sanctions, to be able to have this amenity.

The job market is highly saturated, but the area is great.

The job opportunities are slim to none for us college students. The little jobs we qualify for are taken up by the thousands of students and high
schoolers, as well as international students who are allowed to work 40 hours on campus when domestic students can only work 20 hours. This
causes many international students to work 2 or 3 jobs leaving even less for american students.

The jobs do not pay very much money. Where | was going to school in Nevada | was working part-time, eaming over $12.00 an hour and the
housing was much cheaper. | don't understand why the housing is more expensive here in a small town, and the jobs pay less. It does not make
any logical sense to me, and | can't wait to leave the area.

The lack of diversity in the economy, including types of businesses in the area limits the amount of better paying jobs and economic stimulus in
general. Public education in this area is underfunded and teacher turnover is too high to maintain consistent quality.

The main threat that | find is that with how limited jobs are in this town, it is hard for people to get jobs so that they can support families and places to
live.

| think Rexburg needs more growth. Things are too expensive for a poor college student with not enough high paying jobs to afford the expensive
goods needed to survive.

| think that as the university population grows, job availability will be more scarce than it is now. This could cause a lot of students to give up on
college, or take long breaks from college to save money. Also Rexburg may become over crowded. | think it would be wise to expand student
housing outside of Rexburg. | believe public transportation will become a necessity, unless Rexburg would like major traffic jams in the coming
years.

Itis because of the size of the town in which we are currently living in that all of the factors would pose a huge threat. Primarily because the town is
NOT expanding in size the way it should be due to a soon-to-be steep increase of population.

Lack of economic opportunity will further depress the area.

Rexburg is a nice place to live and raise a family, however, rental prices are increasing and job availability is decreasing. If one does manage to find
a job, they can expect to be paid minimum wage. Most business are owned and operated by the same families. The health professionals in the
area are limited and not of the best quality. As more and more students attend BYUI in Rexburg, the more housing is required. Because space is
limited, land costs increase which in turn increase housing costs. As housing costs go up, the need for reliable work that pays a decent wage is
required.

Some of the biggest threats to the quality of life in the region | live are associated with the people who claim Rexburg as an inheritance location.
There have been, and continue to be, efforts by business owners who are a part of the city council who manipulate and constrict competition so that
prices on groceries, homes, gas, etc. remain overly inflated. These same individuals limit any competing businesses or growth developments that
would build up the infrastructure and grow the economy based on self-interested business practices. Rexburg is being crippled by these unethical
practices - the city, the community, the population and families. Because of these individuals, Rexburg will be losing their Walmart while a Super
Walmart opens nearby on the other side of the city limits. The city will lose tax revenues, not only from Walmart, but from the businesses that will
open up around it. Rexburg is in serious need of some change - change to clean the slate of practices and behaviors that have been, and continue
to be, a detriment to the city and its citizens. It has become a town that exists, in large part, to take advantage of the student population of BYU-
Idaho. Not everyone attending the university has a rich mom and dad who will pay for whatever they want. Many people come from financially
strapped families or are supporting families of their own while they attend school here. These practices are a real burden on the community of
Rexburg, and only benefit a few members of the community. My wife worked for a company taking care of people with disabilities where anywhere
else in the country would have started out at the minimum of $12 - $15 an hour. But because of the high number of available college students
looking for employment and the low number of jobs, pay started out at $8 an hour, and no qualifications were required to take care of people with
special needs. This company's net profits are over $1 million a year, provided by tax revenues. They nickle and dime the very people they are
supposed to be serving. This is a pathetic example of the greed and selfishness that is plaguing Rexburg, Idaho.

The lack of jobs in the area is a threat.
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The only threats are the lack of variety as a consumer, and housing expenses. There's no real good options for single people to live here year round.
Everything is so dang expensive in the Rexburg area.

The risk of higher apartment/ dorm prices will keep me away from the area.

The totalitarian restrictions on BYU-Idaho housing are driving the cost of living up dramatically for students. While the school offers great tuition
reimbursement, it is almost completely nullified by the strict housing requirements that enable the approved housing market to hike their prices to
unreasonable levels.

If they want more economic activity and tax revenue then the town needs to build up and they
need to get more long term businesses in here. Fast food and gas stations are okay for a time, but they definitely don't make a living for many
people.

The only concem is if this place grew too much, | would hate for any the beautiful scenery to start
disappearing because of too much growth.

This region has a common thread of LDS people who are trying to live right. The moral decline of our world presses on everyone. It is good to
associate with like minded people. Threat to the region-allwoing the federal govemment to dictate what the state should have control over.

We live here because one of us was hired by the university. The biggest threat to the area is an out of control local government (county and city)
that feels it needs to subjugate its citizens to strong central planning.
